MINUTES OF THE PLANNING MEETING HELD ON 5th May 2011



at 7.30pm in the Meeting Room, Jubilee Hall, Yaxham

1. To receive disclosures of personal and prejudicial interests from Councillors on matters to be considered at the meeting.

2. To hold a Public Session.


a. To receive a report from the County/District Councillor.

Not present.

b. The Vice-Chairman of the Governors of Yaxham C.E.V.A. Primary School spoke about the proposed new log cabin External Learning Facility for which a planning application had been submitted. This will be located in the school grounds at the rear of the current building.  It is a proper building with a design life of in excess of 50 years and is guaranteed for 25 years.  It is to provide additional flexibility for the teaching staff.  The school has seven year groups and three classrooms.  There are currently around 80 pupils with the maximum permitted being 90.  The log cabin is not a formal classroom as this would increase the pupil numbers to 120 which, in the view of school, staff, parents and governors, is not wanted. 
Mention was also made that the there is still some £10,000 to be raised towards the cost of the cabin.

c. A resident from Well Hill spoke about the problems concerning the grit bin.  He explained that the reason it had been moved was because it was on his property.  He stated that he has evidence that he owns this piece of land.  It was AGREED that a letter should be written to this resident requesting that his permission be given to positioning the bin back near bus shelter.

5. To consider the following Planning Application: 


PP/Y/3/2011/3002 – Yaxham C of E Primary School, Norwich Road.  Proposed External Learning Facility.  
It was AGREED that the Council’s full support be given to the provision of this building.  The extra space would create more opportunities for children who, at present, are placed in classes with up to three age groups, e.g. Class three has 8 – 11 year-olds in it.  The ability to separate these age groups would play a major part in improving standards in what is already a good school.

6. To receive announcements and items for the next Agenda. 
Mr Peter Smith of the Rural Community Council has requested that a date be set for a Public Meeting to discuss the Community Led Plan on which he offered to take the lead in presenting the concept of the Plan and forming a steering group.
